Mead,    a wine made from honey, 
has been used for millennia to celebrate the union 
of two people in marriage. The term “honeymoon” 
refers to the month’s supply of mead that was given 
to the bride and groom, reminding the couple to 
enjoy the sweetness of life and each other.
